  Dr. Crook informed the Board that he and Mr. Murphy attended a mock drill at 
EMS building in collaboration with the 911 call center.  
 
  Dr. Crook informed the Board that the Faculty Senate’s from each school voted 
and selected to have the Faculty Senate meetings take place after school and in return, 
will receive comp time at the end of the school year. 
 
  Dr. Crook gave the Board a hand out that showed the number of projects and jobs 
taking place for the WV Road Projects. 
   
   The Board reviewed the state guidelines to prepare for goal setting and discussed 
with the Superintendent goals for both the Superintendent and the Board.
